There once was a time in this world when radio stations weren't ruled by computers and their human little helpers, when music wasn't used as a vehicle to advertise laundry detergent, when the tracks chosen by software and categorized by „musical colors“ weren't blaring through the ether – meaningless and dull. There once was a time when real people were sitting in those stations: behind their mics, full of passion for the music they aired, driven by the wish to discover music with new sounds and tales played with the same devotion they had to their jobs. That was the radio's prime with mad anchormen standing behind and playing their music no matter whether it was likely to become a hit. And thanks to this passion the hits were born naturally. Just that dash of healthy fanaticism made the difference between a nice and pleasant song and the song that should be successful all over the world. Just that dash of curiosity – the mad DJs' and the just as mad listeners'.

The music we play with our tales and our sounds was and still is escorted by the radio. They're still around: the maniacs, the music junkies, the ones who are eternally searching for truth and authenticity in music. We count ourselves among those. Traditional music with modern tales.

Boogie Radio has been around Europe's blues scene with always surprising line-ups since 1998. Maybe you've seen them at the „Jazzfrühling“ in Neubrandenburg, the jazz rally in Luxemburg, the „Jamboree“ in Biesenthal or the renowned jazz festival in Braunschweig, the „New Orleans Festival“ in Wendelstein or the „Blue Wave“ festival on Rügen, the jazz festival in Burghausen or the „Thüringer Jazzmeile“, the „Jüterboogie“ festival in Jüterbog or the jazz rally in Düsseldorf. Even the doors to the holy halls of the Unna blues festival stood wide open for Boogie Radio.

Across the country they're critically acclaimed and celebrated by their audience: at the Dresden festival (a band usually stands in line for 8 years to play there), at the international Lenk festival in Switzerland with its high standards – everywhere they appear.

Their first CD „Music to watch girls by“ was produced in 2000 followed by the by now sold out „Appetizer“ in 2001. Their next CD „The next step“ has been available since February 2007. And on it goes - in February 2008 they're back in the studio for a week. Working title: „Nullacht“. It's gonna be a little different. That's how it's supposed to be. It's still gonna be blues.

Boogie Radio Orchestra's singer is almost blown away by the four high-octane saxophonists right next to him laying their souls bare.

Add four absolute cracks on bass, guitar, drums and piano and have yourself a powerful serving of R&B.

The sound of the forties and fifties (without any crackle) can lift the spirits up high and let the tears roll down – but certainly make you have a really good time.
